	Our curriculum: 
We follow the Charanga music scheme which is based on the model music curriculum.
Our music curriculum is underpinned by three substantiative concepts: ‘sing play and perform’, ‘explore and compose’ and ‘listen and appraise’. Throughout their musical journey at Lickhill Primary, children will build their knowledge year on year, becoming experts in playing and appraising a wide range of musical styles. Children in KS1 will have the opportunity to play and explore a wide range of un-tuned instruments and in Year 2, the recorder. Recorder lessons are continued in Year 3 so that children have a solid foundation – this is built upon in Year 4 when they receive music tuition from FAME (Severn Arts) as a whole class (instrument varies annually depending on availability  - flute, clarinet, trumpet, violin….).. Singing is regularly used as a vehicle to teach the curriculum e.g. to teach key concepts in maths. 
In early years, children access musical instruments within continuous provision, and elements of music are integral to every day with song, dance and rhyme. Charanga is also used weekly to teach the music curriculum, primarily through voice and untuned percussion. 
Special Educational Needs & Disabilities
At Lickhill Primary, there is a consistent approach applied to inclusion and we support the notion that music is for all. This is vital to the success of the curriculum. It is imperative that every student has access to the music curriculum and all can be successful musicians here. We recognise that students should have access to additional support when necessary to ensure that this expectation is met. We have access to a SEND specific resource through Charanga which can easily be tailored to specific need. 
Our SEND children have access to a multi-functional room, which is set up to meet individual need, as and when needed – musical instruments are readily available and accessible.
Lickhill Primary School work in partnership with Severn Arts music hub. 
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	Music tuition:
At Lickhill Primary, all children in Years 4-6 have an opportunity to learn to play the guitar with a peripatetic teacher. They are also able to continue with 1:1 or small group peripatetic tuition with the instrument taught in FAME during Year 4 should they wish to. 
Singing:
In addition to this, children have many different opportunities to learn to sing and play instruments throughout the school year, to include:
A dedicated hymn practice weekly 
A dedicated time to listen to and appraise music at the start of assembly 



Musical experiences
	Children at Lickhill Primary School have many opportunities to perform throughout the school year. Some examples include:
· Harvest festival
· Easter celebration
Trips to a local residential home to sing/perfom on guitars
· KS1 nativity
· Year 5 and 6 production
· Guitar performances – min 3x a year
· Trust-wide music festival
· Young Voices
· Christmas performance with Stourport Choral Society (including watching them perform too)
· FAME end-of-year performance
· Class assemblies
· Leavers’ performances
· Festive performance as a class
· Inclusive KS2 choir with performances in and out of school during the year.
